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Terms, Conditions
& General Information

Air Fares

All fares subject to change without notice. Transportation from Wisdom Tours is not
mandatory. If you have frequent flyer or any other special ticket rates we welcome you
to join us on a land basis only.

Cost of the Study Abroad Program Includes

e Hotels: Deluxe with private bath on the basis of two persons sharing a twin-
bedded room. Best available rooms in remote areas. Single rooms must be
reserved in advance at a supplementary cost.

e Meals: Three meals per day. Vegetarian meals available upon request.

e luggage: Standard luggage restrictions apply on international flights. We
recommend two pieces of checked baggage totaling no more than 44 Ibs.

However, there are certain
ones that we recommend for your protection such as Hepatitis A and B, Malaria and
Typhoid. The decision should be between you and your physician.

Passport and Visas

A valid passport is needed. For some countries a visa is needed and will be obtained
by Wisdom Tours. It is the responsibility of the individual to make sure they have the
correct documentation.

Reservations

To make a reservation for this trip, please complete the enclosed tour application form
and return it to Wisdom Tours, along with a deposit of $300.00 in the form of a
personal check. Upon receipt of your deposit, a confirmation letter, pre-departure
information, in-voice and insurance policy will be sent to you. No reservation can be
made without a deposit. We urge you to book in advance before the trip fills up. Final
payment is due 90 days prior to departure. About three weeks prior to departure, final
documents, exact joining instructions and air tickets will be sent to you.

Cancellations and Refunds

Wisdom Tours must be notified in writing for all trip cancellations. Cancellations made
75 days before departure date will result in a 100% refund, less the $300.00 deposit.
Trip deposit is non-refundable. Less than 75 days prior to trip departure date no
refunds can be made due to high cancellation costs.
